the task of the unification of Korea in line with the vision of an East Asia community, we are holding an
international conference and extend a warm invitation to you all.

The division of Germany was not a wholly German issue; it was a European geopolitical problem that
emerged out of historical experiences and embodied the mutually exclusive security interests of the
countries neighboring Germany.

The task of Korean unification is closely related to the context of the entire East Asian region. The
implication is that this task can be illuminated and achieved in relation to the overarching national
interests represented in East Asia. Contrariwise, it means that East Asia cannot pursue a common future
as long as the question of Korean division is not solved in a peaceful way.

In the analysis of the West German Ostpolitik of Willy Brandt - a policy aimed at improving relations with
East European countries including East Germany - it is necessary to understand not only the value of the
core issues of the policy, but also to appreciate the motivating will and practical endeavors to transform
opposed nationalistic points of view into an emergent European consciousness based redressing the past.
These kinds of transformations furthered “changes through contacts” between East and West Germany
under the development of the European collective security system, the overcoming of the Cold War edifice
in Europe, and ultimately the unification of Germany in October 1990.

Thus it is an eminently worthwhile enterprise to compare Ostpolitik and the Sunshine Policy, to analyze
the constellations of interests and the various perspectives of the East Asian countries neighboring the
Korean peninsula, and to discuss the value and implications of redressing a common past, of writing a
common history book, and of initiating a common enterprise of managing historical archives based on the
vision of an East Asian community. These academic activities can be understood as endeavors essential to
realizing the common goals of East Asia in deeply mutual ways in tandem with the task of Korean
unification and of furthering the search for a way towards achieving global peace and prosperity.

Against this historical background the aim of this international conference is to compare the Ostpolitik and
Sunshine policies, and to consider their relevance to analyzing the constellation of interests and
viewpoints of the East Asian countries neighboring the Korean peninsula. The issue-areas involved in this
analysis are to discuss (1) the overcoming of divided historical pasts with a view to making a common
future; (2) the writing of common history books; and (3) the common management of historical archives.
These properly academic activities are all endeavors essential to making concrete the vision of an East
Asia community that necessarily includes facing the still seemingly inexorable task of Korean unification.
Realizing the common goal of an actual East Asian community in the future is premised on the ideal of
creating deep reciprocal relations between nations as part of the global challenge of searching for the way
towards maintaining world peace and creating prosperity.

This conference, sponsored by the Willy Brandt Foundation, is honored to have the former President of
the Republic of Korea and Nobel Peace Laureate (in 2000) Kim Dae-Jung deliver the keynote lecture. Ex-
President Kim is known for his priceless commitment to overcoming the division on the Korean peninsula
and for the peace of Asia and the World through his Sunshine Policy. In essence this doctrine emphasizes
peaceful cooperation, seeking short-term reconciliation as a prelude to eventual Korean reunification.
Those present at the conference will be privy to his remembering his cordial and constructive exchanges
with the former Chancellor of the Federal Republic of Germany Willy Brandt (1913-1992), who himself
was awarded the Nobel Peace Price in 1971 for his devotion to overcoming of the division of Germany and
for his contribution to the wider peace of Europe divided into East and West and the World through his
Ostpolitik.

We, the organizers of the conference, heartily thank former President Kim Dae-Jung for his invaluable
contribution and to the delegation, financial and moral support of the Willy Brandt Foundation. We thank
also the Friedrich Ebert Foundation, North East Asia History Foundation, and the Historical Archives of
Hankuk University of Foreign Studies and other Institutes and Academic Associations for their active
sponsorship and support.
